ROUTES FOR DRIVING

GENERAL 

Focus: Hand-Over-Hand Steering, Blind Spot Shoulder Checks, Lane Changes, Checks Under Hood, Outside Checks, Signals, Reading Signs, Stopping, and Intersections.
Route: The route chosen for this drive is pretty easy to create.  Generally students are most familiar with the areas around their home and school.  Thus, we start out driving in these areas or areas familiar to them.  This quickly will show their skill level. 

HIGHWAY 

Focus:  Longer Trip Driving at Higher Speeds, High Speed Passing, and 

Lane Changes.
Route: The type of highway experience the student has acquired will determine which highway route is chosen.  Students need to be exposed to both 2 & 4 lane highways, as well as county roads and curves, if possible.  Highway 13 and Highway 20 would be good highways to travel.  Students will travel through both smaller and larger towns.  This would also be a good time to introduce parallel parking. 
PARKING

Focus: Angle Parking, Perpendicular Parking, Parallel Parking, Back-up Parking, and Exposure to a Variety of Parking Lots.
Route: Much success is achieved and confidence gained when allowing students to actually parallel park between two vehicles.  We look for a very generous space to begin and decrease the amount of that space as the skill is mastered. 

DOWNTOWN

Focus:  Left Turn on Red, Right Turn on Red, Pedestrian Crossings/Crosswalks, Intersection Decisions, Residential Areas, Railroad Crossings, Turnabouts, Additional Parking, Drive-Up Windows, and Construction Areas, if possible.
Route:  This route most likely will be in Manchester but could be shared with the next drive, Interstate/City Drive - Dubuque.   
INTERSTATE/CITY DRIVE - DUBUQUE
Focus: Driving, Weave Lane, High “Semi Truck” Traffic, On/Off Ramps, High Speed Passing, Weave Lane Maneuvering, and One-Way Streets in Downtown Dubuque.
Route: The focus not being to simply have the student drive straight at 65 mph, but for much of this drive’s emphasis to be given on how to properly handle on/off ramps with lane changes.  It is important to get students into Dubuque as much as possible, including the downtown area.
FINAL 

Focus: Final Test Assessment, and Specific Area for Further Development of Skills. 
Route: This drive is at the instructor’s discretion.  Instructors may look for areas in which to further enhance a specific skill or area of driving and/or they will.
